Under the direction of Humberto Cera, the PRHS Jazz and Concert Bands include students in grades

directed by Gaylene Ewing, is the school’s premier auditioned choir, while the Crimson Collective Singers
represent a select ensemble of advanced vocalists.

After a year of dedication, growth, and performance, The Big Spring Show serves as a culminating
celebration of the PRHS music program—an evening designed to inspire audiences and showcase the
remarkable talent of its students.
