Paso Robles High School Seniors Earn Nearly $1 Million in Scholarships and Education Benefits

PASO ROBLES, Calif. — Seventy members of the Paso Robles High School Class of 2026 were
recognized Wednesday evening during the school's annual Scholarship Awards Night, earning a combined
$976,548 in scholarships and education benefits to support their futures after graduation.

The total includes $358,800 in scholarships awarded by local organizations, businesses, foundations,
memorial funds, and community groups, as well as $617,748 in Montgomery Gl Bill education benefits
awarded to three graduating seniors pursuing military service and higher education.

Among the evening's largest contributors was The Community Foundation San Luis Obispo County, which
awarded $80,450 in scholarships to Paso Robles High School seniors.

The annual Scholarship Awards Night celebrates students who have distinguished themselves through
academic achievement, leadership, community involvement, perseverance, career readiness, and service.
Scholarship recipients were selected by sponsoring organizations based on criteria aligned with each
award's unique mission and purpose.
