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Vehicle Fire into the Vegetation
Highway 101 / Highway 46 West

PASO ROBLES, CA — On Friday, May 8, at approximately 4:04 p.m., Paso Robles Fire
and Emergency Services were dispatched to Highway 101 and Highway 46 West for a
reported vehicle fire.
